We hawe now planted two new beds to ghve contsuity to the oop, I'm espedally prowd of
hiow the red Kale and the Brussel Sprouts ane locking. Planting from seed, then pricking out
into 9mm pots and finally plartng them under the protection of nets to avold the cabbage
white butterfly and the voracity of pigeces, Overall it has been a really satishing and great
leamning puperience.
